PURPOSE OF PROJECT:  Repave and restripe the 
existing roadway to extend the service life of the    
pavement and enhance safety for motorists. 

PROPOSED IMPROVEMENTS 

• Repave the existing I-595 roadway corridor (which
includes I-595 Express lanes, I-595 general purpose
lanes, and State Road 84) to improve the resiliency
of our infrastructure.

• Replace and upgrade signs and pavement markings
to meet current standards and increase reflectivity.

• Create a smoother pavement surface to enhance
safety.

CONSTRUCTION IMPACTS 

• Work will be done in phases to reduce impacts to the
community.

• No more than two lanes are anticipated to be closed
at a time.

• Roadway resurfacing will be performed at night.

• Access to properties along the corridor will be
maintained throughout construction.
